	When we returned home from Malawi, that following weekend, we were able to present the work in Malawi to a wonderful church in Georgia.  The message of God’s work in Malawi was well received and this wonderful church agreed to partner with us as their missionaries.  We have been able to present at another church in Hillsborough who also agreed to partner with us.
	Thanks to many Pastors who are taking our information and sharing it with other Pastors they know.  The word of God truly is astounding, our hearts have been so moved by the acceptance and love we have received from our new church families.
	Updated information from Malawi There are now a total or 367 churches that have been started including one in a very populated area.  This church is having Bible studies 5 nights a week.  What an outreach, when the gospel is presented the Malawi people are ready and willing to learn and accept Jesus. In 3 months there were 1,907 professions of faith in the village meetings. Praise God!!!
	There are changes everyday in Malawi, much of the day at the orphanage is spent just getting the children to school, feeding and clothing them.  As you have previously heard from us the food situation is always difficult because of the cost of raw materials.
 The children’s home struggles to make ends meet because they do not have enough monthly income to meet all of the needs.  Many times they are without electricity, and many times they are without bread.  They have No Hot Water at all; with help Solar Water Heaters which cost about $1,395 each can be purchased.  It is exhausting work for the staff to bear these burdens while trying to raise 98 children; we know how hard it is to raise just two of our own.
	When we hear of the needs that are so pressing and we know that if we were in Malawi with our people we could bear and lighten some of these burdens.  It makes us homesick for our Malawi Family.
	We know that everything will come in God’s time and that we will get to Malawi when he wants us there permanently.
	Please continue to pray for the needs of the Children’s Home, the  Mobil Bible Colleges, the Clinic and most of all the Malawians who are in charge when no missionary is there to help guide them.
	Please pray for our family as we continue deputation,  we have been greatly blessed by Loving and Caring Pastors and Churches who are supporting us Financially and Prayerfully.
	We thank you for all you have done for us and the support you give. May God bless you and your ministries.
